ARMOR GDFB

Churburg Armor

This fully wearable suit is based on the famous #13 harness housed in the
Castle of Churburg, located in Italy's South Tyrol region. Believed to have
been made in Milan by armorers of the Missiglian family during the second
half of the 14th century, this high quality armor is one of the eariiest known
examples of a near-intact harness. This armor typifies a period when the
traditional mall coat, reinforced with varying degrees of plate protection,
was still predominant on the battiefields of Europe and predates the full
plate suits of the 15th century

Our Churburg armor Is fully articulated and wearable and boasts many of
the features found on the onginal suit. Many of the individual steel plates
that make up the 16 ga. breastplate (which has a lance rest attached to
the right hand side) and arm-harness are bordered with decorative etched
brass strips. Supplied with an iron display stand, the hamess features a
round section riveted chainmail shirt and aventail. Includes round section
riveted chainmail shirt and aventail with round rivets.

This fully articulated harness (featured here and the cover) in the German
Gothic' style of the late 15th century is made to be wom and provides the
castumer and living-history participant with a suit that typifies the period. The
fluting on the breastplate, cuisses (thigh guards), pauldrons (shoulder guards)
and gauntlets is typical of armor made in southerm Germany during this time,
being not only aesthetically pleasing but also Increasing strength and resis-
tance to blows without adding extra weight. The combination of a sallet helm
and bevor, again typical of the Gothic style, would have provided excellent
protection for the head and throat. The suit is crafied in 18 ga. steel to reduce
weight, allowing the occupant to wear it for extended periods without major
discomfort.

Jack Chains were an
important part of the protective equipment of the medieval foot
soldier who, typically, wore a padded arming jacket (“jack’) to
protect his upper body with tied-on Jack Chains to protect the
arms from slashing cuts.

It is believed that simple Jack Chains prevented
up to 80% of potential arm injuries to medieval foot soldiers,
suggesting that re-enactment use may be wise!
